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Novavision Volley Arosio warms up and 
gets ready for the women’s C series

On Wednesday, 28 August, the 2019/2020 season of Novavision Volley Arosio – 
which is getting ready for the upcoming C series championship – began with the first 
training session of the year, albeit with reduced ranks.

For the fourth consecutive year, the team will take part in the most important regional 
women’s volleyball championship, after winning at the end of the last season: ‘We 
will try to continue to build on what we have achieved, also in the recent past, so as 
to try to improve our performance during the game and as a team even further and, in 
general, to raise the bar,’ said Lorenzo Gnocchi, the club’s team manager.

NovaVision’s team has several new players including Marta Salierno (from Lazzate, 
C series) and Monica Saitta (from Vedano, D series) who will be taking the helm, 
middle blockers Silvia Andreotti (from Missaglia, D series) and Valeria Liuzzo (from 
Meda, C series), along with newly confirmed Valeria Graziano, as well as wing 
spikers Elisa Dal Cero, Ilaria Gatti, Vania Ventriglia, Alice Ape, Giorgia Sala (who 
were all already in Arosio) and Eleonora Testi (from Missaglia, D series), with libero 
player Giorgia Monguzzi (from Bellinzona, in the Swiss B series). Moreover, the youth 
athletes of the Cantù-based club, one of the most important ones in the province of 
Como with its Under 12, 13, 14, 16, 18 and First Division lineups, as well as various 
Minivolley courses, will also be called upon to contribute to the first team’s season.

Dario Keller will be the new coach, assisted by the company’s other coaches for gym 
activities, whereas athletic training will be overseen by Emanuele Pozzoli. The coach 
explained: ‘I am certain that our willingness to work hard and our ambition for quality 
will make a difference. Before the summer, I was pleased to see that the girls were 
motivated and very willing to challenge themselves and grow. Additionally, the fact 
that the team is made up of players who also have different characteristics in terms 
of experience, habits and technical specialisations can be an added value for us, 
as it gives us the ability to adapt to any situation. Most importantly, we can strive to 
develop our strengths and, at the same time, attempt to hide our weaknesses as much 
as possible. We would also love to be able to offer both outstanding playing quality 
and a great game. To achieve the results we hope for, we must necessarily make 
ourselves available: this season, the key will be to learn how to turn “must” into... 
“want”: for us, “we must” will become “we want”!’. 

The championship will start on 19 October for Novavision Volley Arosio. Before 
that, however, the team will put itself to the test by participating in the Lombardy Cup, 
which will kick off the regional volleyball season on 21 September. The team’s internal 
competitions will take place at the Palazzetto dello Sport in Via Buonarroti, in Arosio.
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
